■  $200 fi ne for double parking or ob-

structing traffi c while loading/unloading
■  $100 fi ne for using an unauthorized 

parking space
■  Buses are allowed on most streets in 

the City of Alexandria except cobble-
stone streets or those posted with “no 
truck traffi c” signs

SHORT-TERM PARKING

■    Waterfront/Robinson Terminal: 

500 block of N Union St.
■  Five spaces between Oronoco and

bound; Free four-hour parking can 
be reserved online a fi rst-come, fi rst-
served basis.

 
MOTORCOACH LOADING 
& UNLOADING
The Alexandria Police Department will 
strictly enforce any violations, so be sure 
to load and unload only in designated 
areas throughout the historic district, 
including: 

■  The Waterfront and Torpedo Factory 
Art Center: Unit block of King Street 
(one space), north side, westbound, 
behind King Street Trolley. Do not load/
unload on Union or Cameron streets.

■  The Strand: 100 block. No sidewalk. 
Do not block the Old Dominion Boat 
Club Parking Entrance. 200 block. 
No sidewalk.

■  Market Square, Historic District Restau-
rants, Visitors Center, or Walking Tours:
300 block of King Street (fi ve spaces), 
north side, west- bound between Fair-
fax and Royal streets.

■  Gadsby’s Tavern Museum and Gadsby’s 
Tavern Restaurant: 100 block of North 
Royal Street (one space), west side, 
southbound between Cameron & King 
streets, directly in front of Gadsby’s 
Tavern Museum & Restaurant.

■  Christ Church, Shopping & Dining 
or King Street Trolley: 100 block of 
N. Washington Street (fi ve spaces), 
between Cameron & King streets, west 
side, southbound except 4 - 6 p.m. 
Monday through Friday. 
 

■  The Lyceum: 200 block of S Wash-
ington Street (one space), west side, 
southbound except 4 – 6 p.m. Monday 
through Friday

UNRESERVED PARKING
Free parking spaces are available within

■   Swann Avenue: 400 Block Swann Ave. 

Up to seven spaces, south side. Spaces are 
available March through June only from 
4 - 11 p.m. Monday through Friday and 
8 a.m. - 11 p.m. on weekends/holidays.
